Vörösmarty Cinema, Szabad az Á! 
The 6th BuSho film festival, Hungary’s biggest film festival showing only short films starts on 31st of August, 2010. This year there are around half thousand nominations in three categories (fiction, animation, experimental) from 53 countries.
The central location will be Vorosmarty cinema with evening concerts at Szabad az A. At the same location at Mikszath square we organize “Silent Cinema” once again giving the opportunity to join the shows to everyone taking the headsets.
Through the years the festival grew with many locations in Hungary and the neighboring countries, Tiszap’Art cinema, Szolnok, Savaria cinema at Szombathely, joining last year Kultura cinema at Magyarkanizsa Serbia and this year Szabadsag cinema, Nagyvarad, Transylvania.
The pre-jury (Istvan Mag, Zoltán Gergely, László Rimóczi, Tamás Patrovits) nominated 85 films for competition having duplicated shows for the first time so noone misses the the films even if they can only join the festival after work.
Not all the films could be in competition due to the large numbers. The films out of competition will be shown in the section “Information Panorama” and all the Hungarian short films out of competition included in the section “Pannonhalom”.
The student jury this year will also be an active part of the short film dumping, honored international and local filmmakers and professionals were invited to the international jury. They will be judging the films seen within open consultations in the evening.
From the programs accompanying the festival we would like to point out the retrospective venues of the recently deceased two film legends Peter Bacso and Ferenc Kallai, having the shows with English subtitles.
There will be partner festival premieres (Brest, Brno16, CologneOFF, Shqip, Nachalo etc.), venues of various film workshops (LifeAd, GomBuSho, Polifilm), the KODAK student competition and the first Vivaz spot competition of BuSho. There is a public voting also running on BuShoFest Youtube Channel and on the BuSho Blog, where you can place your vote by simply liking the video you want to vote for.
The accredited international film makers can join the BudapeXtreme in the mornings visiting the Parliament house, the Lukacs spa and taking a bus ride through the city.
The award ceremony will take place in grand auditorium of Vorosmarty cinema on the evening of the 4th of September, so after the break let the film harvest begin.
